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03 September:   Arusha

You will be met at the Intercontinental Hotel this morning by Pollmans Tours between 07h00 and 07h30 and transferred to Nairobi Airport.   Check in for the Precision flight departing at 10h00 to Kilimanjaro.   On arrival at 11h00, you will be met by Ranger Safaris and transferred to the Serena Mountain Village for the night on a bed and breakfast basis.

04 September: Lake Manyara

Enjoy a morning nature walk with Serena active, followed by lunch.   You depart with Ranger Safaris from Arusha in the early afternoon and head towards Lake Manyara National Park.    Your hotel is situated on the rock escarpment overlooking the lake. Dinner will be served at the Lake Manyara Serena where you will spend your first night on safari.

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Lake Manyara Serena Lodge is located at the edge of the Mto Wa Mbu escarpment and overlooks the Great Rift Valley and the Manyara soda lake. Each of the 67 spacious rooms has an en suite bathroom with shower facilities and a private veranda with spectacular views of Lake Manyara. Inspired by the abundant birdlife, the design of Lake Manyara Serena Lodge is complimented by soft, geometric patterns and striking murals depicting bird migration patterns. 

The lodge’s main area includes a dining room with indoor and outdoor seating, a bar, lounge, curio shop and a small meeting room. An outdoor swimming pool is available for you to relax in after a day on safari. Climb into a Land cruisers and descend into the Lake Manyara reserve at three scheduled times daily. Then take a guided bird walk and enjoy nature’s solitude. Each evening after dinner, you may choose to have coffee or drinks around the campfire where there is local entertainment to amuse you. 

05 September: Serengeti National Park

This morning you will enjoy a game drive in the Lake Manyara National Park, looking for tree climbing lions as well as a huge variety of birds. After lunch, you will drive to the Serengeti where your days will be spent exploring the plains. Depending on the time of year you travel you might witness the great annual wildebeest migration. You will spend the next two nights at the Serengeti Sopa Lodge on a full board basis.

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Serengeti Sopa lodge is located in the Nyarboro Hills in the south west of the Serengeti National Park, and is the only tourism development in this section of the Park. The vicinity of the lodge boasts a fair amount of game due to the year-round water and the acacia woodland. This offers a pleasant stay as you spot game at your doorstep. 

Situated on the slopes of the hills the lodge offers magnificent views over the rolling plains of the National Park. Access to the lodge is via a tarmac highway to Makuyuni and then an all weather road through Mto wa Mbu, Karatu and the Ngorongoro Conservation Area highlands. The alternative is a one-hour scheduled or chartered flight from Arusha to Seronera followed by a 45-minute drive through plentiful wildlife to the lodge. Spacious rooms, each with two double beds welcome you to a comfortable stay, while a swimming pool invites you to cool off in the African sun.

06 September: Serengeti National Park

Start the morning with breakfast and take a drive out into the Serengeti. Birders can spend hours spotting a huge variety of bird species overhead and in the open plains. Return to your lodge for lunch, relax in the midday and cool off and then venture back into the plains for an afternoon game drive. Your guide will have a lot of interesting facts to tell you while on safari.

07 September : Olduvai Gorge & Ngorongoro Crater

After breakfast you head towards Olduvai Gorge to view the archaeological fossil fragments believed to be the old ancestors of current day man. After a picnic lunch you will continue on to the Ngorongoro Crater where you will be staying at the Ngorongoro Sopa Lodge on a full board basis.

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Ngorongoro Sopa Lodge is located on Lemala Hill on the uppermost, eastern rim of the Ngorongoro Crater. The Ngorongoro Sopa Lodge is the only tourist development on the eastern rim of the crater and thus offers you unique and spectacular views down into the crater floor and of the sunsets from the west. Another major advantage of this location is that you can embark on your crater safari within five minutes of leaving the lodge. 

The lodge has 100 suites, all of which enjoy magnificent views into the crater. Each suite is carpeted and heated by oil fired central heating radiators. The spacious bedrooms contain two comfortable queen sized beds and fully tiled bathrooms equipped with baths, showers and WCs. Each suite has an enclosed 'solarium' with comfortable rocking chairs perfect to relax in. A small private lounge with a writing desk and a drinks refrigerator provides extra privacy to the suite. The lodge prides itself of its high standards of service and friendliness.

08 September : Ngorongoro Crater

Ngorongoro Crater has been named a ‘World Heritage Site’ and is a protected reserve. A large number of resident game can be found within the crater due to the permanent water source found within the forested crater walls. After breakfast spend the day within the crater enjoying game viewing and take a few photos while you are here, game viewing in this setting is a sight not to be missed.

09 September: Stone Town, Zanzibar

This morning you will depart from the Ngorongoro and be transferred to Arusha, where you will enjoy lunch, thereafter you will be transferred to Kilimanjaro Airport for your Precision flight to Zanzibar departing at 15h50 and arriving at 16h50.   You will be met on arrival by Fisherman Tours and transferred to Stone Town where you spend your first night, with an opportunity to explore this historical city. You'll be staying at the Tembo Hotel on a bed and breakfast basis.

Tembo House is situated on the seafront of Stone town, an ideal location for relaxing after a day's sightseeing and offers you great views. All rooms are spacious, and beautifully decorated with oriental and traditional Zanzibar ornaments, antiques and furniture. First-class facilities include air conditioning, telephone, mini-bar, multi-channel television and en-suite bathroom. Take a swim in the sea or dive in some fresh water in the hotel’s swimming pool, allowing you to cool off during the heat of the day. 

Business travellers can take advantage of the conference room, or take a stroll down the mazy cobbled streets of Stone town. Other hotel facilities include the souvenir shop, offering a range of gifts and curio items and the Bahari Restaurant featuring local and international cuisine giving you the tastes of the spice coast of Zanzibar. Marine sports and picnics can be arranged for you if you’re up for a day of sporting activities or adventure.

The beach club is set in beautiful gardens and all rooms and public areas are built in traditional architectural style. The 60 spacious, comfortable rooms are all on the ground floor and each is furnished in the East African style with private bathroom, veranda and other amenities. 

The resort offers a comfortable lounge and bar area, a swimming pool to bathe in with a small Jacuzzi, two boutiques, a discotheque, a travel and entertainment office and a diving centre.
